
Fall Student Safety Tips 

With fall upon us and the days 
growing shorter, this is the time 
of year we like to remind parents 
and students about safety when 
walking to or from school or the 
bus stop. The following tips were 
provided by the Centers for 
Disease Control and Prevention: 

 

 Walk on the sidewalk. If there is no sidewalk, walk 
facing the traffic and keep as far to the side of the 
road as possible. 

 Cross only at corners or marked crosswalks. Look 
both ways first. Walk, don’t run. 

 When the bus arrives, stand at least three giant 
steps away from the curb. 

 Never walk behind a school bus. 
 Always walk in a group or with a trusted adult. 
 Never accept something from or go anywhere with 

a stranger. Never talk to strangers. 
 If a stranger follows you, get away from him or her 

as quickly as you can.  
 Tell a trusted adult if a stranger is hanging around 

the school, playground, or public restroom.

School Support Replacement Levy 

The state’s funding system for schools is inadequate. A 
school support levy is a way for local communities to 
supplement state funding and to help ensure a well-
rounded, quality education for students. 
 

The current CKSD School Support Levy, which expires in 
2010, provides 12% of the District’s annual operating 
budget. The School Support Levy replacement will be 
on the February 9, 2010, ballot. 
 

Levy dollars partially or fully support or maintain: 

The current levy qualifies CKSD for additional state and 
federal funds for a total of $24.2 million to support 
educational programs. This additional funding would be 
eliminated if the School Support Levy is not in place:
